Salford Canoe Polo Club Team Selection Criteria 
How Selection Works?
Team Captains are responsible for proposing a team of 6 for approval by the committee no later than the second week in September. The Club shall advertise selection for the leagues throughout the summer, any player who wishes to be considered for team selection must attend a training session or inform the relevant team captain by the 1st of September. Once selected, a player will remain part of the team for the entire season.
Team Captains are elected by popular vote in July every year at the Annual General Meeting. 
Anyone un-able to meet the criteria and wanting to play polo shall be incorporated into the lowest team which shall enter an appropriate development league each year.
Criteria for Selection
To be selected for a team, you must demonstrate to the team captains and committee the following three criteria.
1) A skill level appropriate to the level of play of the team (ability that is equivalent to the rest of the team and level equivalent to the respective league)
2) Commitment and regular appearances at Salford Canoe Polo club training sessions (Attendance is required at training sessions – players should inform their team captain if they are unable to attend a training session)
3) Commitment to the Team (Willingness to play in the team, respecting team mates, team dynamics, Commitment to supporting and developing the club, willingness to support team mates at events i.e. driving to tournaments, helping with kit, paying money on time, etc)
In addition you must be a member of the BCU to be considered for selection.
If a player is unable to attend a tournament, the team captain is responsible for selecting a substitute for the tournament, committee approval is not required however the team captain must be willing to explain their decision if challenged. 
De-Selection
If a player is unable or unwilling to continue being part of the team, the team captain will propose a replacement for approval at the next committee meeting.
If a player is selected at demonstrates contempt for the selection criteria throughout the year, the player may be de-selected by the team captain, after prior agreement with committee.
Appeals Process
If a player isn’t selected for a team or is de-selected, the player may appeal to the committee within 28 days.
